
FINANCIAL AID OPPORTUNITIES FOR


DENTAL HYGIENE GRADUATE STUDENTS
A variety of financial assistance program available to qualified graduate students attending Old Dominion University.  Assistance may be awarded as grants or fellowships that do not necessitate repayment, or loans and employment carriers that must be repaid.  Financial resources are limited and aid is affected by student need and timeliness of application. UNIVERSITY GRADUATE AWARDS

Specific financial aid opportunities available to qualified graduate dental hygiene students on a competitive basis through Old Dominion University include:

University Graduate Fellowship, recipient receives a one-year (Fall, Spring, Summer) $15,000 nonservice stipend and $5,000 toward tuition and fees; requires full-time graduate study.  Student pays own tuition, in- or out-of-state as applicable.  Awarded competitively to the best and brightest candidates.

Graduate Tuition Grant, provides up to $1,000 per academic year for tuition costs; requires full-time study.  No service to University required.

Graduate Teaching Assistantship (GTA), with a minimum stipend of $6,000 and up to 75% of in-state or out-of-state tuition paid, GTAs are required to be full-time students.  Each GTA is responsible for 20 hours of teaching-related work per week.  

Dominion Scholarship, provides up to $5000 for one academic year; requires full-time study, and a very strong academic record.

Grant-in-aid, available by financial need and academic promise, in the amounts of $100 to $1,000.  Requires full-time graduate study.
The Alumni Association Outstanding Scholar Fellowships assist graduate students with outstanding academic records.  One of the two fellowships is restricted to an Old Dominion University graduate.

The Meredith Construction Company Scholarship is awarded to a graduate student demonstrating academic merit in his/her chosen curriculum.

Application deadlines for financial aid are: February 15 for University Graduate Fellowships, March 15 for graduate assistantships and tuition grants, and June 15 for grants-in-aid.

ADEA/Oral B Dental Hygiene Education Academic Career Scholarship.  The American Dental Education Association and Oral-B support students who are pursuing education toward the baccalaureate degree in dental hygiene and who demonstrate interest in an academic career.  Preference will be given to students pursuing a bachelor’s degree, having first earned an associate’s degree/certificate in dental hygiene.

Two dental hygiene students will receive the $2,500 ADEA/Oral-B Student Scholarship that will be directly applied to tuition and fees.

Candidates must:

-Have graduated from an accredited dental hygiene program with an associate’s degree/ 

 certificate in dental hygiene and be enrolled in a degree completion program.

or

-Be enrolled in a bachelor’s degree completion program (Part-time students are eligible, 

 but must demonstrate a cohesive and academic plan toward degree completion);

and

-Show a commitment to pursuing an academic career in dental hygiene; 

-Be an individual member of the American Dental Education Association Schools (to
